Charles Bain died without leaving a will or testament.   His Inventory shows he had 
shares in War Stock1929 - 47 and in the Dysart Gas Light Company. He also had a 
Harbour Bond by the Royal Burgh of Kirkcaldy and another Bond by the Royal Burgh 
of Kirkcaldy by virtue of the Burgh Police (Scotland)  Act 1892.  His total Moveable 
Estate  amounted to £579.1.6.  Debts and funeral expenses amounted to £25.17.1 and 
Estate Duty was £11.1.3.

Search for deaths of children of John Bayne and Ann Bell 
 
I searched the Sinclairtown Burial Yard Register (which starts in 1756) for possible 
Bayne deaths but none were found.   Other burial records in Dysart parish do not 
commence until 1818 or later. 
 
 
Dysart Kirk Session records 
 
I then found John Bayne and Ann Bell listed in  two Communion Rolls as follows:- 
 
         Dysart Communion Roll 1817 - 28 

"Pathhead, Nether Street 
John Baines, Nailor 
Ann Bell his wife"   
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         Dysart Communion Roll 1828 - 66 
 

"John Banes Pathhead   Dead 
Anne Bell, his wife, do   Death" 
 

From this entry it appears that John Bayne and Ann Bell died sometime after 1828. 
 
Nail-making was big industry in the parish of Dysart - in the Statistical Account of 
Dysart (published in 1794) Rev. George Muirhead states:- 
 

"In Pathhead there are 43 smiths who make about 6 million of 
nails annually, value about 1000L.   They are sold in the country 
round, and considerable quantities carried to Edinburgh, and 
some to the north country...." 
 

By the time of the second Statistical Account in the 1840s nail-making in Dysart had 
greatly diminished as nail factories had by then been established in other parts of 
Scotland. 
 
 
1841 Census Dysart 
 
I searched this census but did not find John Bayne and Ann Bell so I presume they died 
between 1828 and 1841. 
 
 
Search for deaths of John Bayne and Ann Bell 
 
I searched all the available burial records in the old parochial registers of Dysart 
between 1828 and 1841 but I did not find their deaths, nor did I find inventories or 
testaments recorded for them during that period. 
 
 
Search for birth of John Bayne 
 
I then searched from 1743 to 1763 for the birth of John Bayne and I found two possible 
births in Dysart:-

It was not possible to tell which of these entries was relevant but I think it possible that 
these two Johns were cousins as David Bayne and Robert Bayne appear to have been 
witnesses to the baptisms of each other's children.   I therefore noted all the children to 
the two couples.

Search for births of David Bayne and Robert Bayne 
 
I then searched from 1695 to 1715 for the birth of David Bayne and from 1710 to 1728 
for the birth of Robert Bayne in Dysart but neither of these births was found in Dysart.   
There were several children of these names recorded in other parishes in Fife, but as I 
could not prove any of them to be relevant to the Dysart families I concluded research. 
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
